If in soil-kKeep soil moist (but not
too moist) and consider using o

heating mat and grow Llights.

KEEP GROWING
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Early May

Clip the emerging stems (slips)
from potato and soak them in
water to create roots. This
con toke a week or 2.

Late May

Choose a sunny location and
plant sweet potatoes about 12
to 18 inches apart, and allow 3

feet between rows so the
vines Will have plenty of room

to run. Sweet Potatoes take

- ® about 90 days to harvest.

September

Harvest time! Sweet potatoes
are usually ready to harvest
just as the ends of the vines
begin to turn yellow,. To avoid
injuring tubers, find the
primary crown of the plant you
want to dig, and then use a
digging fork to loosen an 18-
inch wide circle around the
plant.
